


In 2017, the Joint Logistic Support 

Group Coordination and Training 

Centre was established as part 

of a Framework Nation Concept 

(FNC) developed by the NATO 

member states.

As FNC framework nation, Germany assists in the formation, 

training and further development of deployable multinational forces 

with a high level of responsiveness, robustness and sustainability.

Having established the 

JCTC enables us to further 

develop doctrines and 

procedural rules applicable 

to global logistic forces 

deployments. At the same 

time, the JCTC serves 

as a centralized training 

platform for combined 

logistic command and control at the operational/tactical level.

NATO’s Level of Ambition creates a force planning requirement 

of up to six sustainable JLSG HQs.

The JCTC serves as a central training institution with operational 

equipment and trained personnel. Continuous exchange with 

multinational elements and lessons learned enable the JCTC 

to make proactive contributions to internal concepts and NATO 

doctrines and their further development. As a qualified augmentation 

pool, the JCTC’s body of personnel is available for a JLSG HQ 

Core Staff Element and thus can be deployed internationally, if 

required.

This model is unique within the German Armed Forces and 

combines initial and follow-on training as well as exercises, 

development and operations in a single organizational element.

A mobile command post equipped 

with state-of-the-art command and 

control information systems is 

available for multinational forces. It 

provides a mission-oriented exercise 

environment suited to train processes 

and procedures for logistic support 

services. The JCTC provides an 

essential contribution to developing 

an efficient multinational logistic 

command and control capability 

for operations within the scope of 

national and collective defence, and conflict prevention and 

crisis management.
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
